It is very
unsettling to try to settle alignment and afi@es on someone and have them leave you
to quickly. Because of this, we have a whole gath@n of young people trying to fix
something but they do not know what it is thaeds fixing so how can they fix it?
Another reason is being brought up in an unhapmgaring home. God has told
parents to rear children (tenderly) in disciplinvise counsel and admonition of the
Lord (Eph.

What does rejection do to you? It makes ypencto all kinds of seduction because
you do not feel complete nor settled. It may bespectable seduction like food, work,
play, prestige, money or non-respectable likeestdeugs, abnormal sexual activities,
murder, abortion, witchcraft, etc. The personhgags trying to find something to fix
that spot so they will feel all right.

Aesculapius is the God of medicine, the son of Apollo bgteanon nymph.All Gods
and Goddesses the caduceusis the staff of Mercury (twined by two serpgntSod
of commerce, messenger of the Gods, cleverness), lthievery, eloquence, travel, etc.

Satan plans the sickness, then programs symeptoms which are treated by sincere

and duty-bound doctorsBecause of this a believer should move to breakny evil
soul ties with satanic medication and pray muchl@out use of such things.
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For a real eye-opener, go to the public librang @ask to see thBhysicians Desk
Reference (PDR) It lists all the prescription drugs and theirspible side effects.
Sometimes the side effects produced by the cheséal similar to the symptoms being
treated.

MEDICINE AND THE BELIEVER (EXCERPTS)
The word medicine is used twice in the Old Testamé (Prov. 17:22; Jer. 30:13).
Medicine also occurs two other times (Ezk. 47:12; Jérl%). The root words are
Gehah (a cure); Gahah (to remove or heal); Teralv (a remedy) and Rephuah (heal).
In each case the words mean to effect a completeacuestoration to the one treated - to
heal or restore completely.

The word physician is used five times in the BibleIn the Old Testament the Hebrew
root word is Rapha or Raphan meaning to stitcktore, make whole and heal
thoroughly. The Greek root word in the Newtiesent means to cure or make whole.

Satan, as the God of this world, has introdungmthe realm of medicine a group of
chemicals and drugs spelled relief, relievers,qudlizers, uppers, downers, etc. These
are both prescribed and are on the shelf with §seraption they are safe to use or they
would not be availableSuch drugs and chemicals in the Bible are assated with
sorcery (Greek: Pharmakia) - medication: Pharmay: means magic, witchcraft,

a drug, spell-giving potion, a druggist, pharmacis magician, sorcerer, poisoner. In
other words, the uses of chemicals by sorcerearsthe Bible was to make it easy for
the user to be invaded by evil spirits. Scriptures on sorcery: Acts 8:9; Rev. 9:21;
21:8; 22:15; 18:23.

In the light of these facts the question arises:What chemicals or drugs can a
Christian take without affecting his spiritual sensitivity and desire to serve the
Lord?

Scripture declares that real medicines healuoe. Our problem arose when Satan
caused worldly scientists, researchers andmidical profession to endorgeliever
drugs which have no curative value but only serve topgeethe plight of the victim.
So often aighteous church member may condemn alcohol agebever yet in her
purse she carries Valium or Librium as a reliewgrtferself. (Have a pill dumping!)

Behind the scenes Satan's demons manipulate teréene to bring about aches, pains,
agony, diseases, etc. which afflict the mindgls and emotions of their victims.
Reliever drugs only mask the symptoms but do not ¢a them. Many of the modern
pain relievers are so powerful they are capableeding the mind or setting up barriers
between the Holy Spirit and the person's will oesice to seek the Father. This
produces tension, worry and anxiety, necessgatin even stronger mind separator, i.e.,
tranquilizers. These can separate a personsl fiom reality and (when prescribed
by a reputable doctor, psychologist, or spestiplican further alienate the
uninformed believer from God (Isaiah 5:13-14).
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Viewed this way, many strong pain Kkillers, tanquilizers and mind altering drugs
constitute instant witchcraft, regardless of wh@rescribes or advises taking them.
In a sense a believer taking some of these drugle wtying out to God for healing
would be like a man begging the fireman to extisgua fire while he continues to pour
gasoline on it!

A mind-boggling drug produces two complicationgor a believer. First it may well
constitute sorcery or witchcraft - seeking hitpm man, the flesh and the demonic.
In that instance he would come under a curse framh li2cause of involvement with the
occult. It could also paralyze built-in defensgaiast the demonic opening the way for
entrance of evil spirits just as in hypnosis, tcamslental meditation and yoga.

Is all medicine bad? No, curative and healing ast which do not alter the mind or
attitude toward God are what the Scripture alls medicine. But mind altering
drugs are definitely in the caution area for bedisv

Believers have an obligation to ask their plsjcian or other knowledgeable
person just what the function and action is for ay so-called medication which is
prescribed. They then have a choice and can pray to determhether or not they
should use any substance. The Bible definitiorplofsician is one who restores (by
stitching) or makes whole.

When considering the drug world it becomes obviaithat we have been snared in
a clever trap of Satan. Many mental institutions routinely give most inem
tranquilizers daily. Even in some schools,drggative children are given a pill a day
to make them more controllable. Rather than Yalhg scriptural admonitions to do the
work of Christ by delivering the bound person frepirits of nervousness, confusion,
mind control, etc., chemical controllers are adstated. Only obeying the full gospel
will bring curative, rather than covering, action.

Because Satan is the God of this world (ICor. 4:4), his philosophy and
definitions, almost universally are accepted, eweby the Christian community.
Truly his tongue walks through the earth (Psalm 73:9). His antf the mental
institutions, hospitals and their policies aptbcedures is often covert and cleverly
hidden. This due to the widespread ignoranc&a's people of the warnings and
instructions of the Word of God (Hosea 4:6). Whemates are treated with daily
dosages of mind-boggling pills they are further asafed from reality and mental
awareness and any real help.

If a believer is attempting to become more sensre to the Father's guidance, he
must realize that even the mildest pain killers gspirin) or tranquilizers
(promethazine) desensitizes the mind somewhat s to dull sensitivity to the
leadership of the Holy Spirit. In other words, the chemical changes camiely
affect areas of spiritual communication. Thislveié to a greater or lesser extent,
depending on the strength and effects ofctiemical substances, coupled with the
vulnerability and susceptibility of the individugéatient.
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When God is dealing with a person by permitting bifeting of some nature, drugs
may be employed to mask symptoms, thus delayingeg showdown called for by the
Lord. We routinely advise persons to leave offdaligs for at least a day before
coming for prayer. Strong drugs surround and gtdtee demons, making it much more
difficult to cause them to manifest or come out.

It must be emphasized here that, althouglamequite sure of the demonic roots of
many of these afflictions, we are still seanchior the keys to dislodge all the
intruders. The progress made thus far is indeedwaging, but we are always learning
more.

A recent pharmaceutical survey of practicing phgicians shows the number one
prescribed drug to be Valium for the four previaus years (millions of doses)This
demonstrates that nerves, tension, anxiety, wong r@lated problems are connected
with the majority of cases they see.

Also many doctors apparently have found that riner than to attempt to probe
and reprogram the real cause of worry, anxiety andchervousness it is far easier to
disconnect patients from reality. With Valium or some similar drug, the mind is
floated to a new level of unreality and kepgre by a regulated dosage. This makes
it more unlikely that the person will ever reallgek and find help from the Lord.

VALIUM AND LIBRIUM (EXCERPTYS)

Introduced in 1963, by 1975 the Federal Drug Admirgtration announced that
Valium had become the most abused drug in the nan. In 1976, 60,000,000
prescriptions were written bringing $300,000,008h® manufacturers.

Valium is prescribed to relieve tension; muscle éhes; control spasticity; aid
withdrawal from alcohol; calm presurgery patients and induce labor.

The drug is a crutch, a sister to Librium, whichtranquilizes without reducing
alertness. There have been no deaths from over-dbsesit is highly addictive.

The drug is common among the higher incomeniddle-aged housewivesDaily
dosages range from 80-120 mg. of Valiumfohty to sixty days it brings addiction.
Sudden withdrawal can cause severe convulsions.

Usually a more gentle withdrawal is cushionedhwthree weeks of phenobarbital to
prevent convulsions. Self treatment results iawseis 30 percent of the time.

FIVE OF THE BRAIN SYSTEMS
The following are five of the brain systems that amost intimately involved with our
behavior; listed are some key problems of eaclegsyst
Deep Limbic System:moodiness, negativity.
Basal Ganglia:fearfulness, conflict avoidance, nervousness,eapxpanic.
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Prefrontal Cortex: bad decisions, attention span.
Cingulate (sing-u-lat): rigidity, overfocused, getting stuck, worry.
Temporal Lobes: temper flare-ups, rapid mood shifts.

Possible Diagnoseshead trauma, dementia, strokes, seizures, thecingbalrug abuse
on brain function, and aggressive behavior and ndiedrders that are not typical or
responsive.

Pseudodementia (depression masquerading as dejnegwtiacause a person to appear
dementedi.e., having a demon)Dementia can be described variously as madness,
insanity, mad, out of one's mind, impairment or los of mental powers, melancholia,
withdrawal, hallucinations, delusions, mental unsondness, devoid of reason, etc.
(Webster's New Twentieth Century Dictionary Unabridged). The same problems
often run in familiegi.e., ancestral curses)

PROBLEMS IN THE DEEP LIMBIC SYSTEM
Moodiness, irritability; depression; increased rnizgathinking; negative perception of
events; decreased motivation; flood of negative tems; appetite and sleep problems;
decreased or increased sexual responsivenesspaatlisolation.

2. Anxiety causes sufferers to feel tense, uptighysically ill and dependent, and to
avoid conflict. Partners often misinterpret the iahx as physical symptoms as
complaining or whining and do not take seriousk ligvel of suffering.

3. Obsessive or overfocus tendencies, as we hase, ®ause rigid thinking styles,
oppositional or argumentative behavior, holding tongrudges and chronic stress in
relationships. Seeking help is essential to esiolg a new ability to relate effectively.

4. Prefrontal cortex problems, such as ADD, oftabasage relationships because of the
impulsive, restless and distractible behavior imedl Without help there is a high degree
of relational and family turmoil.

5. Temporal lobe problems may be associated widlguient attacks of rage, angry
outbursts. mood swings, hearing things wrong amdftastration tolerance. | have seen
these problems ruin otherwise good relationships.

Work
1. Depression can cause people at work to be wegainfocused, tired and unmotivated,
and to take things too personally or the wrong waych employees may negatively
affect others' morale and unknowingly skew even@perceptions at work so they see
positive things in a bad light. Depressed peopleehmaore sick days than people without
depression.
2. People with anxiety are often tense, physicsitk and conflict-avoidant. Their level
of anxiety often cause them to be dependent andiree¢po much supervision. Their
anxiety tends to be contagious and those aroumd thay also begin predicting negative
outcomes to situations. They can negatively aféewtork group and tend to be fearful
rather than hopeful.
3. Obsessive or overfocus tendencies cause rigrkitly styles, and employers or
employees tend to be more irritable, oppositiomalaumentative. They often hold
grudges and can be unforgiving, causing long-teorkplace problems.
4. Prefrontal cortex problems, such as ADD, caus@yrproblems at work, including
chronic lateness, inefficiency, missing deadlimemulsive decision making and conflict-
seeking behavior.
5. Temporal lobe problems often affect work. | antling to bet that most workplace
violence is associated with temporal lobe disordétsre commonly, temporal lobe
problems are manifested at work by mood swings mpredictable behavior, low
frustration tolerance, misperceptions, auditory cpesing problems and memory
problems. The anger, misperceptions, and mild péaanan wreak havoc in a work

group.

Significant Negative Effects

absence of feeling but rather the presence of plafaélings. Depression is one of the
most common precursors to drug abuse and suiciégredsion often compromises
immune system function, leaving people more pronértess.
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2.The tension and panic associated with anxietgiioh result of basal ganglia problems)
can feel like torture. | have known many patientthywanic attacks who become suicidal
in hope of escaping their fear. Anxiety is oftesasated with physical tension and an
increase in illness. Many anxious people self-ma@idy drinking alcohol, taking drugs,
overeating, engaging in inappropriate sex and qibentially addictive behaviors.

3. Overfocus (cingulate) issues cause repetitisedhts and worries that are often self-
medicated with drugs or alcohol. Internal tortusedonstant worry is common. When
someone says one negative thing, they may hear thair minds five hundred times.
They cannot get away from negative thoughts.

4. People with prefrontal cortex issues, such aPAbften feel a tremendous sense of
underachievement, repetitive failure, and low sslieem. People with prefrontal cortex
issues may use internal problems for self-stimolatind be chronically upset. The stress
associated with these problems is often accompdmyiéacreased illness.

5. Temporal lobe problems can wreak internal ha¥be internal violent mood swings
and thoughts often torment the soul. Unpredictdigeavior, low frustration tolerance,
misperceptions, and memory problems are often &gsdcwith an internal sense of
damage. Anger often alienates others and lonelisessmmon.

The endocrine system includes 9 glands that seonete 23 different hormones and
neurotransmitters. Our thoughts and emotions cbitie secretions from these glands.
The over or under secretion of these hormones orotransmitters causes most of our
diseases.

One of the major emotions that we deal with is atyxand stress. The Biblical definition
of anxiety is fear. Fear is equated in scripturthwinbelief or faithlessness. Fear is the
opposite of faith.

While at the same time promising
that He will never give us a burden too heavy twycan obvious example of that would

be Job. The Book of Job teaches the above verylcl€zertainly the apostle Paul is a
good example. He struggled with a thorn in thehfledl of his life. God chose not to

remove that. We may never know the exact reason ldityGod had a purpose in doing
what He has done.
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The Bible does not promise health, wealth and pogpto all who believe in Christ.
There are many Christians around the world who iiveoverty. The Bible talks about
taking up our cross and following Jesus Christmizny parts of the world that cross is
big and heavy, even to the extent of having tofpayaith, on occasion, with their lives.
Those are the kinds of demands and sacrifices th@atScriptures place upon us as
Christians. Without question we have been blesgethis country, living in relative
freedom and prosperity. God has certainly not psechithat we are immune from
suffering. In fact, the scriptural teaching is teaffering brings with it many benefits. It
is sometimes for those benefits that God allow®go through these things.

Any Christian who thinks that they will not facebtrlation or persecution in this life is
sadly mistaken.

The practice of
medicine was limited to theccult priestsin the Hindu religion; the oldest recorded
medical information comes from them. Because of thie know acupuncture is
Witchcraft . The ancient Chinese were expert in the use opfeature and Acupressure.
Acupressure which uses pressure points and massagad of needles, but is still based
on the occult.

The literal
meaningprimarily signified the use of medicine, drugs, spés; then poisoning; then
sorcery. It most commonly means medicine, drugs, sp)s and poisoning.This is
where we gepharmacy (pharmakeia).

Put pharmaceuticals in Rev. 9:XNeither repented they of their murders, nor of ther
pharmaceuticals(sorceries), nor of their fornication, nor of ther thefts.

The consequence of unforgiveness is the most impant lesson that God has taught
us about deliverance. The corollary is the importaoe of forgiveness.

Cancer, arthritis and certain other diseases caredn through the sin of unforgiveness.

FORGIVENESS
(Conquering The Hosts Of Hell)

will and God will honor it.

Anger must be dealt with openly and honestly, restield or ignored. Either it must be
vented in retaliation or the injured party mustegatchis own anger, bear the burden of it,
and confess it in prayer to release himself argktdhe other party freRevenge always
hurts the revenger far more than the one at whom its leveled!

In other words, our pattern must be the grievous sarbstitutionary death of Christ. He
willingly received the hurt and evil of the entineman race in His own body on the tree

(Does
anybody know why God curses some sins for threemgéions and some sins for four
generations?)

Ezekiel 18 shows the equity of God's dealings w#hThe sin of idol worship is defined

as eating upon the mountains (in the groves)ngiftup the eyes to the idols (worship),
and not walking in God's statutes and judgmentofmidience).
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This was aevelation of the sins of the ancestorthat God gave Earline through prayer
about why her family was plagued by heart attactt death by heart attack. This was
primarily the men that were attacked but even BReylia woman, was attacked. The
revelation was the effect of the sins of the amgssin her family coming through the
Indians to cause heart problems and early deatlk. Sih was disobeying the Ten
Commandments of having no other Gods before you¢hwis idol worship, that the

Indians committed. Up to that time, we had neverti@bout the sins of the ancestors.

Earline had Cherokee Indian ancestry coming thrdugihfather and mother. We were
raised in and around Chattanooga, Tennessee wlashnat far from Cherokee, North
Carolina which had a demonic draw upon Earline.Wéee drawn to make a pilgrimage
to the Smokey Mountains every year although wendidmake it every year. In the fall,
Earline would long to go to the mountains. Afterrlte was delivered from Indian

spirits, she did not have that draw to go to thesy Mountains.

When you are a person of mixed races, you inhiegitcurses coming down through the
different races, languages, customs, religions aationalities. If you have Indian
ancestry and are Caucasian, you receive the ciugeghe Indians and the Caucasians.

The curse would come from those ancestors thasimaed. This means that you can be
cursed for ten generations (2046 ancestors) fraitm &fides of your family.

Which of your ancestors didn't sin or that you kndwn't sin? It is a good assumption
that you have the curse of incest and the curslkeobastard on you. It could come from
any of 2046 ancestors back to the tenth gener#tiansinned assuming it has not been
properly broken. You will see the sin repeatinglitgeneration after generation such as
bastard after bastard.

We worked with one Indian woman who was a Christiahe had a hard time getting
free of Indian curses and demons brought upon hdrelb ancestral lineage and sexual
abuse.

Waelldonot believe that God really was
talking. We didn't know He talked today.

As we prayed together, God assured us of His lonkHis everlasting knowledge. He
knew Byron's future and asked if we did or wouldésponsible for it. A real belief and
reliance in God's words sprang up in us and we vedrie to give Byron into the hands of
this loving God. At that moment, he died.

One glance at the doctor's face and we knew bé&®ispoke "death”. | had been in the
hospital with an extremely rapid heart beat.

After Byron's death we really started seeking Gddsus was our Savior but He became
our Lord and Master also.

Byron's death caused us to reach out and helpsothieo were experiencing death in
their families. God has helped restore our livesva have helped others. Now we have
a ministry of helping others centered around dedinee.

It took four years to write our testimony "From [leanto Real Life" and to overcome
our grief. | handled my grief by the following pte | quit looking back at Byron's
death, | ministered to the needs of my family, and went on with what the Lord
wanted me to do.

Earline's Testimony About Byron's Death
There are days you never forget . Some are joyfappy, fun days and others are
terrifying, horrible days. May 22, 1973 was ondladse terrifying days.

It started off as a lovely day. Spring in Minnesat a beautiful, delicate time of year. It
begins in lovely pastels and flows into strongeedwu This day was so lovely in its
beginning. The children are off to school. | sghemome time reading my Bible and
praying for the members of my family. Then itisé for the housework. I've been busy
all day and in a hurry to finish so that I'm fregthe time the children come home from
school.

Here they are at the door eager to get in an@lledlbout the day's events. Byron hits the
back steps on the run with the usual "Hi Mom!" Mas not far behind. They have some
snacks, change clothes, and run out to play.

Our pastor's wife and children, and a neighbor cbyel make tea for the adults and the
children go off to play. Byron comes in, hugs nteeve | sit, tells me "I'm a good Mom,"
and sneaks a cookie out of my saucer. Tells nieasshes out the door that, "Someday
I'm going to climb to the top of a tree”. He's gdiut | hear me saying, "Don't climb the
tree at the top of the hill". He doesn't hear.

The talk among adults begins again, pastor's wd®@ds, and neighbor stays. The door
slams and the pastor's son says "Byron fell otth@firee”. | rush up the hill to where he
lays. One look and | know there is no hope exaapGod. We begin atrtificial
respiration but there's no response. | hurry tbtha rescue unit. They are here in no
time. The route to the hospital is cleared; wiisre in a matter of minutes. All the way
Marie and | pray begging God to help him, to heal.h
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Now he's in the emergency room; they are tryinghaad to help him. We're in the
waiting room praying; praying as we have never pdayefore. They've called Gene; I'm
praying for him. His children are the light and jof his life, and now only God can
restore his son. Oh God, please help him!

During this wait, | hear myself thinking, "Where @od's Word can | find help?" By a

miracle He has given this child, how can He let llie? How can | let him die? | hear
my voice asking God, "How can you say you love land us if you will not hear and

In July of 1975 | came into deliverancBo you know it is truly possible to have peace
in your mind? For most of my life, | was your average daughtefe, mother and
woman. In my mind there was never any real peag,a sort of make-believe peace. |
was not particularly moody, not often angry and afteén depressed.

Mostly it kept me from doing what God said to dcedo a fear that the other person
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would disagree or reject me and my idea. | alwagsked better and succeeded best in
those things that | did alone.

Next came Bitterness; | never even considered rmiggedr. But as he called out demons
under this ruler, | saw hate, violence and andeihad much trouble with temper. Not
that | was always violent, on the contrary | waslem angry to the observer. When I did
get angry or lose my temper, my husband childremaliys found some other more

suitable place to be.

baths. His reason was that | couldn't set up Bgrbedroom; | became bitter. | said,
"Yes, but you still have your office; | don't hageroom. You always get what you
want." And | became more rebellious.

When | first moved here | didn't hate this house llttle by little it crept up on me. At
first it was just the things packed together. Thegrew until | hated the house twenty-
four hours a day. Then my ingratitude reachedrotinanches of my life. My wheels
were the wheels of a camper truck. | didn't like truck anymore. Next came Gene, and
then living in this bug-infested hot climate witlegple who can't speak good English.
Next the ungrateful person begins to blame othees & he sees it's as much his fault as
the other persons. He lies to himself until indyes, at least, the other person is entirely
at fault.

God showed me my attitude in light of His attituddging me know that He could take
even this house away; that He had provided it amdd ungrateful for His provision. Oh
my, this really was sobering me up. After theged¢hmain ruler demons were cast out, |
gave up if he called a demon out. | just agreetmatame free of it.

| had a habit of getting my work done as fast asuld because | didn't like being in the
house alone. So, | roved all over this town logkiar plants and cloth to work on the
house, but | never worked on it. | did a lot dditthg with other Christian women which
IS not necessary.
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Since neither Gene nor | knew anything about thia bf events, | asked God to teach
me so | wouldn't go backwards. | rather liked¢hanges in my mind and attitude.

| found Romans 12 contained my answer. In verdea®) told to renew my mind and

attitudes with God's instructions. By doing thisyould prove for myself what is the

good and acceptable and perfect will of God. Ispomse to your obedience and
surrender, God will help you change bad attitudestaabits.

Attitudes submitted to God's word will follow witttions of obedience.

In studying Eph. 5:25-32, | saw how my home was mhéa show Christ's relationship
with the Church. To my dismay, | saw it refleci®g relationship with Christ. It was
not a relationship to bring others to Christ.

| also saw how the Church is rebelling against §thust as in our family members were
in rebellion.

The morning after this experience | came down thk tb the kitchen and was greeted
pleasantly by my daughter. Now, this was a suepbiscause she was not so pleasant at
that time either. | noticed that she began to changasked God about this often and
learned that my condition had put such a straihamthat she was being broken under it.

| didn't tell her about my deliverance; | didn'tdam | should. She became a very
obedient and joyful person. | began to enjoy Mand not worry about her so much.

Earline's Testimony About Rejection
Rejection is the basic cause of abus&ll types of rejection work to destroy the mental
and emotional health of an individual.

| had often wondered about certain problems | had: (1) an inordinate desire to please,
(2) inability to say no to things | didn't wantdo, (3) always setting goals, working hard
to accomplish them and then stopping short of ss;c@l) always feeling | had to do
things better than anyone else, and (5) trying aereverything around me and about me
look better than | thought it was.

| cut off part of my finger in an accident loadiaghorse into a trailerlt was the first
time | had need of a hospital in many years.l was put to sleep and my finger was
sewn into my palm. The next day | was supposdzktquiet and take it easy.

For five years, | had been trying to help my morrgsettled after my dad's death. At
times she would tell me what she wanted me to @blamould start to do it.Right in
the middle of my doing it, she would suddenly, witbut telling me, change her mind
and have one of my brothers doing an entirely diffieent thing.

Two years ago | took her to Maine to see my brothgack in Chattanooga she accused

me of wanting and trying to kill her. This reallyizzled me because | thought we got
along very well.
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After the operation, | was being still on the spfaying. | asked Gowhy can't | help
mom? Why does she think | want to kill her?

| had a vision. (Have you had visions?) | was standing in thexrddhad as a child. |
was high near the ceiling. | was witnessing aligrrthing. A woman was beating, not
whipping, a child. | went down to see who this vaasl to stop it; | saw it was my mom.
| went beside the bed, bent down and looked; tld alas me.

Thinking | was hallucinating because of the drugs f the operation the day before, |
quickly decided to get up and get busy. One-handedt was hard to find, so | swept
the carport.

My brother called me or | called him. Since | sded a little funny, he asked what was
wrong. | told him next time they could sew me wpake. Then | related this story to
him. He was silent, then he asked me if | remegdbénat day.

He said he had told my dad that if my mom didn't sbp beating me for no reason, he
would kill her. The only words said in the scene are by my dad; he said to my
mom that he would kill her if he ever heard of thishappening again.l was not a
small child. | was ten or twelve years old whenhleatings stopped.

For some reason, | simply cannot remember this toda He thought her fear that |
wanted to kill her came from the guilt for what shé to me.

About eight to nine years before this incident, Gemand | had fasted and prayed for
me for two years. When | got the Baptism of the Holy Spirit, thevas only initial joy.
Immediately, | began to have more fears than before emotions were out of control
and | couldn't think clearly. God does not giveauspirit of fear but a spirit of power,
love, calm, well-balanced mind, discipline and selfitrol.

| was doing very well until the scene passed beforay eyes and | learned of my
early life. Immediately, | began to have times of panic forapparent reason. | was
hostile. | noticed a panic when those who hada@itthover me were present. | would
become fearful if a policeman came near me, anchvithe pastor or principal came into
my school room. | felt I had to challenge Genesisiens.
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We prayed and felt that | needed more deliveranGene was led to call out the same
things as beforeWe realized at this point that we were working on g subconscious
mind.

Earline's Testimony About Ancestral Background
The following testimony will help you understandvhthe soul (mind, will and emotions)
works. It will also show you how Satan attacks phgsical body with demons by curses.

| have an Indian - English - German - French bamkgd. There are curses on each of
these people. Indians worshipped demons; some dbnghd Europeans were Druids -
they worshipped Satan.

In innocence, my father participated in some ocpudicticeswart removal and water
witching. From my father came curses of Masons ladéans. Physical problems came
as a result of curses on Indian worship: inactivgrdid, female disorders and heart
disease.

My father removed the warts from my brother by maimmedicine (witchcraft). This
occult practice was something in the order of tystrgngs, going out under the drip of the
eave and burying the strings.

He went to Heaven and saw tsiblings which had died early in
life; God sent him back to earth. | had to nurse hack to health.

My mother was a paranoid schizophrenic with andndi English background. Her
emotional illness caused me to need a lot of delivee from emotional problems.

Earline's Testimony About Heart Condition
Earline’'s Comments
| had a heart condition which was unusual. It n@geurred with regularity or under any
specific condition.

God gave me a vision of a shaman or witch doctanatlevated funeral pyre which was
burning dead bodies. He was chanting and wavingjsaging on the descendents and
descendents. This was supposed to be a blessinig, &ctuality was a curse, because
Indians worship demons. This was a curse that cowa on my family causing heart

problems.

Gene's Comments

This is a sign of demonic symptoms of disease drbagout by a curse. It doesn't follow
the medical guidelines. All they can say is thad inherited.
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Earline's Comments
While taking a tread mill test, | experienced traeh@us pain in the chest, arms and neck.
| was examined by keart specialistin Minneapolis who told me that my heart was good
but he had writtedeath by heart attackon many people’s certificates like myself.

Gene's Comments
These were people who didn't really have anythingng with their hearts physically but
had a spiritual root to the disease. The praydaithh will not heal a disease that has a
spiritual root that must be dealt with as sin tacbafessed. Then the curse can be broken
and the person prayed for to be healed.

God is beginning to show the Christian world spaltroots of various diseases. Pastor
Henry Wright of Molena, Georgia is a pioneer insthrea. Also Art Mathias who is in
Anchorage, Alaska.

Earline’s Comments
A year or so after my dad's death, | found my heeating up again. Sometimes one to
five years would elapse between seizures. | begaask God to show me why my
brothers, dad, dad's brothers and his dad had edotems.

God showed me Exodus 20 and Ezekiel 18. He told rteerepent for my ancestors
and myself for the sin of idol worship in Leviticus26:40-41.The curse of idol worship
follows the blood line down to the descendantdidl these things and have been free
from these attacks for over twenty years. | wdyg tre second generation from previous
generations of Indians that sinned before God.

Gene's Comments
You have to forgive your ancestors and ask forit@mgess for yourself. Earline took her
older brother, Clyde, through breaking the cursefamis still alive after a heart attack.

Exodus 20 lists the Ten Commandments which areagiglicable today. The scriptures
about worshipping other Gods are verses 3, 4 andhB outlines the curse for idol
worship which lasts three or four generations atiogr to God's purposes. (Does
anybody know why God curses some sins for thre@rmggions and some sins for four
generations?)

Ezekiel 18 shows the equity of God's dealings w#hThe sin of idol worship is defined
as eating upon the mountains (in the groves)ngftup the eyes to the idols (worship),
and not walking in God's statutes and judgmentofmdience).

This was aevelation of the sins of the ancestorthat God gave Earline through prayer
about why her family was plagued by heart attactt death by heart attack. This was
primarily the men that were attacked but even BReylia woman, was attacked. The
revelation was the effect of the sins of the amassin her family coming through the
Indians to cause heart problems and early deatlk. Sih was disobeying the Ten
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Commandments of having no other Gods before you¢hwis idol worship, that the
Indians committed. Up to that time, we had neverti@bout the sins of the ancestors.

Earline had Cherokee Indian ancestry coming thraugihfather and mother. We were
raised in and around Chattanooga, Tennessee whashnat far from Cherokee, North
Carolina which had a demonic draw upon Earline.Wéee drawn to make a pilgrimage
to the Smokey Mountains every year although wendidmake it every year. In the fall,
Earline would long to go to the mountains. Afterrlte was delivered from Indian

spirits, she did not have that draw to go to theKsy Mountains.

When you are a person of mixed races, you inhlegitcurses coming down through the
different races, languages, customs, religions mationalities. If you have Indian
ancestry and are Caucasian, you receive the ciugeghe Indians and the Caucasians.

Which of your ancestors didn't sin or that you kndnn't sin? It is a good assumption
that you have the curse of incest and the curslkeobastard on you. It could come from
any of 2046 ancestors back to the tenth gener#ti@insinned assuming it has not been
properly broken. You will see the sin repeatinglitgeneration after generation such as
bastard after bastard.

We worked with one Indian woman who was a Christiahe had a hard time getting
free of Indian curses and demons brought upon fdreb ancestral lineage and sexual
abuse. She was cursed by being an Indian and legtimehich is very hard on a woman
being abused by her blood relatives.

Earline's Testimony About The Curse Of The Bastard

children. Great grandfather dies. Great granderothscovers she can not get his
railroad pension because she is his fifth wife. gigindfather becomes very bitter and a
little paranoid. My mom is paranoid and schizopircglike father - like daughter). She
abused me physically.

Here are some of the problems created for me lsylstard curse. Never feeling at
home in any church for long. Never feeling goodwbmyself. Being ashamed for
people to look at me even though | didn't know whatanted to hide, overriding fear,

striving excessively to succeed and stopping sbbrealizing the goal, fear of failure,

The Lord told me to
take a person through deliverance and then prayh&aling. You have a double
possibility of getting the person healed.
5. Sometimes the demon of infirmity manifests as ibeing cast out and you know that
there was an infirmity demon in the person. If thi&mity is there because of sin, you
won't get healed by the prayer of faith, becauseddmon has a legal right to be there.
You must take away the legal right and then castredemon.
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Earline's Testimony About Maintaining Deliverance

We do not recognize God's provisions for us. Wektldur life should have no problems
or privations. We are not grateful to God for &leut. 28:47-48, Because you did not
serve the Lord your God with joyfulness of heart ad mind in gratitude for the
abundance of all with which He had blessed you, tihefore you shall serve your
enemies whom the Lord shall send against you, in hger and thrust, in nakedness,
and in want of all things; and He will put a yoke & iron upon you neck, until He
hath destroyed you.

| have very few memories from childhood below tige af nine or ten years. Generally
speaking | lived in two worlds; home and away frowwme. | became very good at
forgetting everything bad (parents' fights and myndroubles) that happened at home
the minute | walked out the door. | felt more ftemn and ease away from home.
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At high school and college | had trouble with certsubjects like algebra and chemistry.
They had things too similar for me to distinguigtvieen them.

Both of these subjects ended in frustration and doades for me. In my marriage | had
some problems of accepting my husband as one wiudvpoovide for me, take care of
me, and continue to love me. | was always expgthe marriage to end badly. After six
years of marriage, we had a delightful son and fwars later we had a beautiful
daughter.

The demons manifested and knocked the curtains offie wall of the pastor's house.
One demon manifested and walked in front of our caras we were driving back
home that night after this visit. The demon looked like a half man from the waistio
The purpose was to cause me to drive off the rodd@kill us.

The Holy Spirit showed the pastor and his wife whatl happened because of the
psychic prayers. They forgave the people that hagea against them (about eighty
persons), broke the curses and soul ties, cagheuemons and sent them back to the
senders, and prayed for the people to see whatitbeydoing wrong.

50:6: Jesus Christ looked like the other peoplhis day and probably had long hair
and a beard. We don't have any pictures of Himweithave the customs of His day
retained in history. They did have razors in thdags and it was probably easier to shave
than to trim their long hair.

REJECTION
If a person can not accept themselves as God nhade and as they grow older, their
problems probably are rooted in rejection. Manyesnthe roots start with their parents.
Most of women's rejection can be traced to how theye been treated by men in their
lives: grandfathers, fathers, brothers, husbandssans.The fathers have the strongest
influence on their daughters' lives.

BITTERNESS
If a person has become rejected, they will tendoécome bitter against those who
rejected them. When a person becomes bitter, tlilejewd to become rebellious against
those who rejected them or against society.

REBELLION
A common sight nowadays is a boy or man with loag hke a woman. Sometimes this
is a sign of vain glory. Most times it is a signrebellion. Many times you can recognize
why the person has long hair. If the person isebellion, check to see if they were

INHERITED CURSES

category,take the person through deliverance and then praydr healing of the
disease and baldnes$sod is known to do creative miracles and may cetep) restore
the body and hair.

PRIDE, EGO AND VANITY
Prov. 6:16-19: The driving force behind many of #utions of men and women is self or
pride, ego and vanity for self. God hates prideabse it causes so much trouble for the
human race. It interferes with our relationshipha@od because we want to be Gods or
to have our own way. Earline said that we shoultdtis lessorivanity.
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FEARS AND INSECURITIES
For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but & power, and of love, and of a
sound mind (2 Tim. 1:7). Repeat this verse three times; it miake you feel stronger.
God gave us spirits of power, love and sound miiddear comes from Satan.

Many people in the ministry and in public life @hven by fears of different types. Fears
of ministers mainly deal with retaining their pasits or ministries. Fears of the
congregation mainly deal with retaining their jabgheir companies. Psychiatrists have
cataloged at least 210 phobias which are fears.

Insecurities are found in many areas such as orfgri self pity, loneliness, timidity,
shyness, inadequacy, ineptness, etc. When we seeure, we are looking for something
to make us feel all right in that area of weakness.

WHIPSAW DEMONS
There are emotional demons that cooperate with et to whipsaw the person from
one extreme to another. For instance, take prideirssecurity. The demon of insecurity
will drive the person to do some act to be pridefiien the demon of pride will cause
the person to feel insecure. The whipsaw goes bacdkforth and the person is never
allowed to fell all right for long.

BEARDS AND BALDNESS
Many men have beards because they are going bad¢gy. think this helps to make up for
lack of hair on the top of the hedlhis probably indicates insecurity or vanity brought
about by feelings of not fully accepting themseleegrying to impress others by being
something that they aren't. If the Holy Spirit weahiall men to grow beards, there would
probably be a general impression to that effetdast in the Christian community.

TRYING TO LOOK YOUNG
Another one of my objections is that the men preeshave to look young and act young
to maintain their positions of leadership. Womeneh&o follow suit to maintain their
husbands and their respect. There is much presstire world of advertising for looking
and acting young. This is ridiculous before God amthe Christian community.

Lev. 19:27 and Prov. 16:31: | believe that thel®ionors the grey-haired man who has
wisdom and understanding to impart to the membg&tgsocongregation and is living a
righteous life. Therefore, | don't believe in dyitige hair to hide the gray strands to look
young.

CHRISTIAN FANTASY
Deliverance brings you into the ultimate reality@bd's truth.God is total truth and
there is no fantasy in God.One of the problems we have in charismatic circses
Christian fantasy which is really lies in the guieé Christianity. | would like to
paraphrase Jack Harr8heep in wolves clothing; watch their tracks.
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FALSENESS
| object to anything that is false such as playagtiput on, theatrics, affectation,
pretension, sophistication, etc. When you try tange your body and be something that
you aren't, then you are entering into some degfrésseness.

One of the problems that women have is trying teiyger spiritual so that they will be
accepted and feel good about themselves. Womentdéeinalve problems with accepting
themselves as women because they think that thehanena better life. This can lead to
fleshly prophesy out-of-the-mind, wanting to leathuthing spiritual sayings that are not
Biblical, etc. to be noticed and to be seen.

We have had some experiences with women who hawe ddot of prophesying in the
church and to people. A friend of mine got into @sifon where she had words for
people. At one point, she told her husband thatdld die before the year was out. He
did not die but was in good health. When her wdrdgan to fail, she asked me what
should she do. | told her to come up to Lake HamilBible Camp and we would all
stone her. That was the prescription for makinglsef prophecy in the Bible. In the Old
Testament they were told to stone a prophet ifwosds did not come to pass and also
not to fear them.

Why do women think they are not as good as men\Wigego back to Genesis, we find
that the woman took and ate. When she gave thiyand, he took and ate, and then
all the bad stuff happened. Adam blamed it on Bvegou take notice, the bad stuff
happened only after he ate. In | Tim. 2:14, wetbat Eve was deceived but not Adam.
This means Eve was sure she was making the rigigide. Adam knew the true state of
their action and chose to do wrong. From therd today, women have been the brunt of
men's jokes. This is still so strong in some caasttoday that if people have a girl child
and they don't want it, they let it die or kill We have come from a long line of rejection
so we are conditioned to reject ourselves. Whanfyw yourself doing things a little
out of line, give some thought to what your moisy@nd what are you hoping to gain.

Men
should be masculine and women should be feminihe.pressure of humanism and the
new world movement is turning men into women anawo into men.

WOMEN

their heads covered, and women with their headswared. The woman's hair is given
as a covering. Some people believe that a womanigiave a scarf or hat on her head
when she is in church and especially when shensstering to the congregation.

The covering in this passage is not the husbandtaictual covering for the head. It is a
covering to show that the woman has chosen to dufontier husband. You realize, of
course, that the covering is not proof of propdsnsission, but proper submission is a
choice of the heart and mind of the woman.

Pat Forman had this experience once when she wasetik with Reggie Foreman. She
was in the shower getting ready to go when her lemdme frozen looking up at the

ceiling. She asked in prayer what was going onvaasl impressed that she should wear
something on her head as a sign of submission rtdhigband. They looked up these
scriptures and decided she would wear a barretteemhair as a sign that she was
choosing to submit to his leadership.

The woman is not sure whether she rétdlynto the role of preacher in the
predominately man's world. She tries to compensatebecome one of the boys and get
accepted into the men's club.
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Many times the profession of the woman stems froymg to please her father who
wanted a boy or having a husband that didn't pipgeovide for her or having other
men mistreat her. A woman ends up in a man's @aiesrequently because she has not
been properly treated as a girl and then as a woman

Women need to be very careful and watchful over thetivations. God does not look at
the outward show but He reads what is in the h&an. may sit in this congregation and
do all the correct outward actions but God is nghriessed unless the heart and mind are
correct.

Women wearing make-up comes from the occult. Thee&roin Egypt were expert in the
use of make-up. It was a part of the life of thewven at the time of the Tower of Babel.
Today women make their eyes in the same mannéeasgyptians. The Hebrew women
then did not use make-up; even today they are madets use. Women usually wear
make-up because they hope to gain some advantageputate somebody or because
they feel rejected.

This is true also for you fellows.

1. 80 million Americans are overweight. 30 millioneaobese (20% above ideal

weight). 30 to 50% of these are Christians. 50%nafes over 30 and 75% of
females over 40 are overweight.
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Some chronic conditions comparing normal to ovegivepeople follow:
Cholesterol gallstones are 300% more frequent.

Toxemia of pregnancy is 700% higher.

Infection of urine collecting part of the kidney is500% greater.

Diabetes Mellitus is 400% more common.

There are more maternal deaths.

Infections are 200% more frequent.

Postoperative mortality is 250% greater.
