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The Book of the Prophet Hosea. 

 

Chapter 13: 

 

1 When Ephraim spake trembling, he exalted himself in 

Israel; but when he offended in Baal, he died. 2 And now 

they sin more and more, and have made them molten 

images of their silver, and idols according to their own 

understanding, all of it the work of the craftsmen: they say 

of them, Let the men that sacrifice kiss the calves. 3 

Therefore they shall be as the morning cloud, and as the 

early dew that passeth away, as the chaff that is driven with 

the whirlwind out of the floor, and as the smoke out of the 

chimney. 4 Yet I am the LORD thy God from the land of 

Egypt, and thou shalt know no god but me: for there is no 

saviour beside me. 

5 ¶ I did know thee in the wilderness, in the land of great 

drought. 6 According to their pasture, so were they filled; 

they were filled, and their heart was exalted; therefore have 

they forgotten me. 7 Therefore I will be unto them as a lion: 

as a leopard by the way will I observe them: 8 I will meet 

them as a bear that is bereaved of her whelps, and will rend 

the caul of their heart, and there will I devour them like a 

lion: the wild beast shall tear them. 

9 ¶ O Israel, thou hast destroyed thyself; but in me is thine 

help. 10 I will be thy king: where is any other that may save 

thee in all thy cities? and thy judges of whom thou saidst, 



Give me a king and princes? 11 I gave thee a king in mine 

anger, and took him away in my wrath. 12 The iniquity of 

Ephraim is bound up; his sin is hid. 13 The sorrows of a 

travailing woman shall come upon him: he is an unwise son; 

for he should not stay long in the place of the breaking 

forth of children. 14 I will ransom them from the power of 

the grave; I will redeem them from death: O death, I will be 

thy plagues; O grave, I will be thy destruction: repentance 

shall be hid from mine eyes. 

15 ¶ Though he be fruitful among his brethren, an east wind 

shall come, the wind of the LORD shall come up from the 

wilderness, and his spring shall become dry, and his 

fountain shall be dried up: he shall spoil the treasure of all 

pleasant vessels. 16 Samaria shall become desolate; for she 

hath rebelled against her God: they shall fall by the sword: 

their infants shall be dashed in pieces, and their women 

with child shall be ripped up. 

 

The Book of the Prophet Daniel.  

 

Chapter 7: 

 

1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon Daniel had 

a dream and visions of his head upon his bed: then he wrote 

the dream, and told the sum of the matters. 2 Daniel spake 

and said, I saw in my vision by night, and, behold, the four 

winds of the heaven strove upon the great sea. 3 And four 

great beasts came up from the sea, diverse one from 

another. 4 The first was like a lion, and had eagle’s wings: I 

beheld till the wings thereof were plucked, and it was lifted 

up from the earth, and made stand upon the feet as a man, 

and a man’s heart was given to it. 5 And behold another 

beast, a second, like to a bear, and it raised up itself on one 



side, and it had three ribs in the mouth of it between the 

teeth of it: and they said thus unto it, Arise, devour much 

flesh. 6 After this I beheld, and lo another, like a leopard, 

which had upon the back of it four wings of a fowl; the 

beast had also four heads; and dominion was given to it. 7 

After this I saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth 

beast, dreadful and terrible, and strong exceedingly; and it 

had great iron teeth: it devoured and brake in pieces, and 

stamped the residue with the feet of it: and it was diverse 

from all the beasts that were before it; and it had ten horns. 

8 I considered the horns, and, behold, there came up among 

them another little horn, before whom there were three of 

the first horns plucked up by the roots: and, behold, in this 

horn were eyes like the eyes of man, and a mouth speaking 

great things. 

9 ¶ I beheld till the thrones were cast down, and the Ancient 

of days did sit, whose garment was white as snow, and the 

hair of his head like the pure wool: his throne was like the 

fiery flame, and his wheels as burning fire. 10 A fiery 

stream issued and came forth from before him: thousand 

thousands ministered unto him, and ten thousand times ten 

thousand stood before him: the judgment was set, and the 

books were opened. 11 I beheld then because of the voice of 

the great words which the horn spake: I beheld even till the 

beast was slain, and his body destroyed, and given to the 

burning flame. 12 As concerning the rest of the beasts, they 

had their dominion taken away: yet their lives were 

prolonged for a season and time. 13 I saw in the night 

visions, and, behold, one like the Son of man came with the 

clouds of heaven, and came to the Ancient of days, and they 

brought him near before him. 14 And there was given him 

dominion, and glory, and a kingdom, that all people, 

nations, and languages, should serve him: his dominion is 

an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his 

kingdom that which shall not be destroyed. 



15 ¶ I Daniel was grieved in my spirit in the midst of my 

body, and the visions of my head troubled me. 16 I came 

near unto one of them that stood by, and asked him the 

truth of all this. So he told me, and made me know the 

interpretation of the things. 17 These great beasts, which 

are four, are four kings, which shall arise out of the earth. 

18 But the saints of the most High shall take the kingdom, 

and possess the kingdom for ever, even for ever and ever. 

19 Then I would know the truth of the fourth beast, which 

was diverse from all the others, exceeding dreadful, whose 

teeth were of iron, and his nails of brass; which devoured, 

brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with his feet; 20 

And of the ten horns that were in his head, and of the other 

which came up, and before whom three fell; even of that 

horn that had eyes, and a mouth that spake very great 

things, whose look was more stout than his fellows. 21 I 

beheld, and the same horn made war with the saints, and 

prevailed against them; 22 Until the Ancient of days came, 

and judgment was given to the saints of the most High; and 

the time came that the saints possessed the kingdom. 23 

Thus he said, The fourth beast shall be the fourth kingdom 

upon earth, which shall be diverse from all kingdoms, and 

shall devour the whole earth, and shall tread it down, and 

break it in pieces. 24 And the ten horns out of this kingdom 

are ten kings that shall arise: and another shall rise after 

them; and he shall be diverse from the first, and he shall 

subdue three kings. 25 And he shall speak great words 

against the most High, and shall wear out the saints of the 

most High, and think to change times and laws: and they 

shall be given into his hand until a time and times and the 

dividing of time. 26 But the judgment shall sit, and they 

shall take away his dominion, to consume and to destroy it 

unto the end. 27 And the kingdom and dominion, and the 

greatness of the kingdom under the whole heaven, shall be 

given to the people of the saints of the most High, whose 

kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and all dominions shall 



serve and obey him. 28 Hitherto is the end of the matter. As 

for me Daniel, my cogitations much troubled me, and my 

countenance changed in me: but I kept the matter in my 

heart. 

 

The Book of the Revelation of Saint John the Divine. 

 

Chapter 13: 

 

1 And I stood upon the sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise 

up out of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and 

upon his horns ten crowns, and upon his heads the name of 

blasphemy. 2 And the beast which I saw was like unto a 

leopard, and his feet were as the feet of a bear, and his 

mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the dragon gave him his 

power, and his seat, and great authority. 3 And I saw one of 

his heads as it were wounded to death; and his deadly 

wound was healed: and all the world wondered after the 

beast. 4 And they worshipped the dragon which gave power 

unto the beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who 

is like unto the beast? who is able to make war with him? 5 

And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great 

things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to 

continue forty and two months. 6 And he opened his mouth 

in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme his name, and his 

tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven. 7 And it was 

given unto him to make war with the saints, and to 

overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, 

and tongues, and nations. 8 And all that dwell upon the 

earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the 

book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the 

world. 9 If any man have an ear, let him hear. 10 He that 

leadeth into captivity shall go into captivity: he that killeth 



with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here is the 

patience and the faith of the saints. 11 And I beheld another 

beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two horns like 

a lamb, and he spake as a dragon. 12 And he exerciseth all 

the power of the first beast before him, and causeth the 

earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first 

beast, whose deadly wound was healed. 13 And he doeth 

great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from 

heaven on the earth in the sight of men, 14 And deceiveth 

them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles 

which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to 

them that dwell on the earth, that they should make an 

image to the beast, which had the wound by a sword, and 

did live. 15 And he had power to give life unto the image of 

the beast, that the image of the beast should both speak, 

and cause that as many as would not worship the image of 

the beast should be killed. 16 And he causeth all, both small 

and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to receive a mark in 

their right hand, or in their foreheads: 17 And that no man 

might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or the name of 

the beast, or the number of his name. 18 Here is wisdom. 

Let him that hath understanding count the number of the 

beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six 

hundred threescore and six.

Bible study now begins. 

 

Hosea:  

Hosea describes a series of lion, bear, leopard, and lion in 

Hosea's book that punishes Ephraim for turning against 

God. Note that Ephraim's tribe was in some measure half-



Egyptian, for Ephraim corresponds to Joseph's son by 

Asenath. 

The lion, bear, leopard, and lion correspond to the 

kingdoms of Babylon, Persia, Greece, and Rome, which ruled 

over the Hebrew tribes. 

Note that there are two lions symbolizing the first and last 

beasts, which are kingdoms on the earth. 

 

Daniel:  

Daniel identified four beasts, which are four kingdoms, a 

lion, a bear, and a leopard, but the fourth beast is 

something more dreadful, with teeth of iron. 

What apex predator of the land is more dreadful than a lion? 

We also know from Daniel that the last kingdom of Babylon 

is a mixture of iron and clay that don't mix.  

 

Revelation:  

John describes four beasts, a lion, a bear, a leopard, and a 

fourth beast, a dragon. Out of the seventh head of the 

seventh kingdom pertaining to the chimera-like beast that 

Mystery Babylon rides upon, that seventh head is deadly 

wounded and an eight beast emerges, which is a dragon. 

To me, it seems like the dragon emerges out of Rome or 

Babylon, or both, because they are identified as the lions.  

This dragon is the Devil. This dragon creates an image that 

people who turn against God will worship. And this Beast 

has a name, 666. Counting 666 is wisdom because it is a 

triangular number. 666 is a doubly triangular number.  

 



666 is the sum of the squares of the first seven prime 

numbers squared: 2, 3, 5, 7, 11, 13, 17. Pyramids are 

triangular. 

 

666 is also pronounced "he-he-he" in Greek because that is 

the pronunciation for the Greek alpha-numeric letter usually 

written in English as "Chi". It is possible that 666 written out 

as a name would sound like a snake hissing, maybe even 

someone laughing. 

 

The Book of Revelation also says that the beast from the pit 

is named Apollyon, the Destroyer. Apollos means 

"destroyer".  

 

There is more to this.
